DANCE	PREP	A-D,	BALLET	1-5

Girls:	
- Pink	leotards	for	Dance	Prep	A-D	
- Black	leotards	for	Ballet	1-5	
- Pink	9ghts	
- Pink	ballet	shoes		
- Hair	should	be	in	a	neat	bun	or	pulled	away	from	face		

Boys:		
- White	T-shirts	
- Black	shorts	or	9ghts	
- Black	ballet	shoes	with	black	socks	

TAP

Girls:	
- Black	leotard	
- Pink	or	black	9ght,	or	black	shorts	
- Black	tap	shoes	
- Hair	pulled	neatly	away	from	face	

Boys:	
- White	T-shirts	
- Black	9ghts	or	black	shorts	
- Black	tap	shoes

CONTEMPORARY

- For	girls:	Black	leotard,	pink	or	black	9ghts,	or	black	leggings/shorts	

- For	boys:	white	t-shirt	with	black	shorts	or	leggings	

- Alterna9vely,	black	top	with	leggings	is	acceptable	for	boys	and	girls	(no	baggy	clothes)	

- Hair	pulled	neatly	away	from	face	

- Bare	feet	or	contemporary	shoes,	please	bring	a	pair	of	socks	too

JAZZ

- Black	leotard	and	pink	or	black	9ghts,	or	black	leggings/shorts	(for	girls)	
- White	T-shirts	and	black	9ghts	or	shorts	(for	boys)	
- Black	jazz	shoes	
- Hair	should	be	pulled	away	from	the	face

HIP	HOP

-	Clothing	that	they	can	easily	move	in	and	that	allows	the	instructors	to	easily	see	their	
form	and	alignment	
-	Torso	must	be	fully	covered	
-	Sneakers
